discipline prefix course to cross-list ETHS course, and ETHS course will be consented
by CCI.
e Revise discipline prefix course cross-listed with ETHS course
o Discipline faculty will revise the discipline prefix course and submit for CCl approval.
The cross-listed course will be revised to mirror the discipline prefix course and then
be consented by CCl.
e ETHS prefix will be maintained by the CCl Chair and serves as the originator creating and
revising ETHS courses. Discipline specific faculty will be co-contributors.
e ETHS cross-listing course numbers
o Should be consistent with the discipline prefix course where possible
o Should be consistent with sister college’s that are equivalent
e ETHS cross-listed courses will be suspended in the event the discipline specific course is
approved at CCl and the cross-listed course is not updated and is no longer identical.
